28% of InterFood Astana 2011 Exhibiting Companies Conclude Contracts Right at the Exhibition!
On 27-29 April 2011, Korme Exhibition Complex in Astana hosted the InterFood Astana 2011 Specialised Food Industry Exhibition.
The event was organised by Iteca Kazakhstan Exhibition Company in cooperation with its international partners: ITE Group Plc (UK) and ITE China (China).
Official support for the exhibition was provided by the Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Kazakhstan, Trade Mission of the Russian Federation in the Republic of Kazakhstan, and Union of Entrepreneurs of Novosibirsk Oblast.
	The honoured guests attending the Official Opening Ceremony included: Arman Bayanovich Mukanov, an official representative of the Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Kazakhstan; Sergei Petrovich Parshikov, Head of the SME Development Department, Ministry of Industry and Trade of Novosibirsk Oblast; Viktor Mikhailovich Mokrovitsky, Chairman of the Union of Entrepreneurs, member of the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Novosibirsk Oblast; representatives of Diplomatic Missions accredited in Kazakhstan, top managers of companies, TV and radio journalists, and press representatives.
The official representative of the Ministry of Agriculture of the Republic of Kazakhstan greeted the participants and guests on behalf of the Minister.  In his welcome speech, he called the exhibition an efficient instrument to tackle a lot of challenges.  He stated that the exhibition is a prominent factor contributing to better investment appeal of food industry, further increase of domestic products competitiveness, exchange of experience between agribusiness participants, and expansion of business contacts.
According to Mr. Parshikov who represented Novosibirsk Oblast of the Russian Federation, business contacts of Kazakhstan and Novosibirsk Oblast are growing on a permanent basis.  Four regions of Kazakhstan have already signed agreements of cooperation with their Novosibirsk colleagues.  The collective stand of Novosibirsk Oblast was the biggest and most sizeable one at InterFood Astana 2011.
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The exhibition was held in a new pavilion, specialised Korme Exhibition Complex, which significantly increased the exhibition area and improved the quality of services offered for exhibitors and visitors.  As compared with InterFood Astana 2010, the exhibition area increased by 50% to reach 1,200 m2.

More than 80 companies from 8 countries such as Belarus, China, Czech Republic, Kazakhstan, Korea, Moldova, Russia, and Ukraine participated in the exhibition.  37% of exhibitors were domestic, Kazakhstan companies, 43% – Russian companies, 8% – foreign companies, and 12% – companies from near abroad.  It was for the first time in the history of InterFood Astana that a collective stand of Novosibirsk Oblast companies was exhibited.  70% of exhibitors participated in InterFood Astana 2011 for the first time.
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A distinguishing feature of InterFood Astana was a complex presentation of food industry, from food products to technologies and equipment for food industry.

The exhibition offered a wide range of foodstuffs, beverages, ingredients, bakery, confectionery, meat, fruit and vegetable processing and canning equipment, chilling machinery, equipment for supermarkets, cafes, bars and restaurants, packing machinery and materials, dozing and weighting machines and dispensers, components, marking, labelling and printing equipment, materials and services, and much more.

Over 12 years since its inception, InterFood Astana has gained a status of the leading exhibition event in the field of food and packing industry in the Northern and Central regions of Kazakhstan.  It is the best platform for business meetings with suppliers, dealers and authoritative professionals working in the food sector of Kazakhstan’s market.  Furthermore, the exhibition was highly appreciated by top managers representing dealer networks, supermarkets, cafes, bars, and restaurants.  Generally speaking, everyone was given an opportunity to find new process solutions, study the market and establish advantageous business relations, which will eventually contribute to competitiveness of their businesses and products.  InterFood Astana 2011 has for a long time already been a mirror for grocery stores and supermarkets of the Kazakhstan capital.  As a rule, after the exhibition is closed, the exhibited foodstuffs and beverages fill the shelves of supermarkets.

More than 3,000 visitors attended InterFood Astana 2011 during three days of the exhibition.
